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Co-scholastic aspects of education deal with activities, programs, and learning experiences, which add traces of uniqueness to a child's intellectual, social, and emotional reach. The basic idea is to complement the substance that academics bring to the table. The scholastic area mostly includes test marks, notebook upkeep, and subject enrichment. On the other hand, the co-scholastic areas include skill-based activities, art education, physical education, and other co-curricular activities like dance, art, music, etc. Co Curriculum helps to promote a positive outlook towards school and future study through an increase in a sense of community at school. It teaches time management and organizational skills. It helps improve confidence and self-esteem through developing proficiency in a particular area. It builds leadership and independence in students.
Dance has also been proven to increase cognitive development of a child and an integral part of any institution. That’s why in our school we teach easy dance moves for toddlers, Freeze Dance, Robot Dance, Objects and living things based Dance for Classes Pre School to II. We teach Indian Classical Dance form Bharatnatyam, Kathak , Creative, Folk to the children of Classes III to VI to better understand the rhythm and melody. Except these we teach Creative, Folk, Aerobics and Bollywood Dances to Classes VII-X to burn calories, strengthen muscles, improve balance, increase flexibility, and give the heart a good workout. Our students performed dances in several cultural programs, festivals, special occasions like Republic Day, Independence Day, School Annual Day, and so on, and also other cultural programs had been organized by our school itself and NTPC, RGPPL, Tehsildar. Our school students participated in various Inter School Competitions also and secured achievements.
Art indeed is a means of communication, as it passes ideas, values, feelings, concepts, which might be received differently by each observer but still vehiculate ideas concerning society and human condition. In our school we guide the students of Pre School to Class II by teaching types of colours, types of shapes, Numbers drawing, Simple Birds drawing, Simple animal drawing to better understanding colour combinations, numbers writing techniques and also to flourish creative minds. We teach Nature drawing, Design, Pattern drawing, Landscape drawing, Object drawing, Pencil shading to the students of Classes III-VI to develop their fine motor skills and creative minds. Students of Classes VII-X are taught by Colour shading, 2 Dimensions design, 3 Dimensions craft work, Mandala art & Warli art, which develops their problem solving skills, strengthening memories and stress relief techniques. Our school students enthusiastically take part in Elementary and Intermediate Maharashtra Govt. exam for classes 8 to 10 and All India citizen development drawing competition State-level for classes PS to 9. For exposure of students school organizes Art Exhibition and various workshops.
The purpose of co-curricular activities is to fuel student learning and to build important life skills. Skills built such as social and leadership skills, can enrich a student's academic experience. It helps students in emotional development, social skill development, and overall personality development.
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
