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Value Education and its Implementation
“Great vales are built on strong moral foundations. Men become great when they allow these values to take root within their souls and live by them.”  -- Lincoln Patz
Education is necessarily a process of inculcating values to equip the learner to lead a life- a kind of life that is satisfying to the individual in accordance with the cherished values and ideals of the society. In today’s era of competition and survival we observe laxity in values. The value crisis in the contemporary Indian society is casting its evil shadow in all the corners of our life. Such types of problem create a question mark on our development as well as on our present educational system that in which direction we are progressing—material or spiritual or in both. The basic concern is how we can overcome this problem. No doubt, the responsibility of society and school are equally important, but the major responsibility goes to the teachers in the development of the values. Keeping this in mind NTPC organized a 2 days training program on value education named ‘the awakened Citizen Program’ for teachers of all the schools under it in 2019 in collaboration with Ramakrishna Mission, New Delhi. In that training program, Mr. Pratik Majumder from our school was attended as teacher representative. By attending that training, he have gained knowledge on values and how to change the mindset of new generations in the sense of lack of values and started implementing in regular classroom from classes I to X. 
Teaching Methodology of Classes I to VI
As because most of the students of these classes are infants and primary grades, teacher first explains a topic with some real life examples, then tells stories and shows videos by using smart classes to clear the concept thoroughly. (Topics are like: Gratitude, Punctuality, Courage, and Never Give up, True Freedom etc.)
Teaching Methodology of Classes VII to X
As these students are matured enough to understand a concept, the teacher teaches them according to the course of Ramakrishna Mission by using PPT Presentation to awaken the future citizens of our country. (Topics are like: Human Possibilities, Universal Possibilities, Unique Possibilities, Beging Heroic, Expand Our self etc.)
Implementation in Classroom:
To fully grasp the concepts of value education, the students are undergoing to take part in some activities like making greetings cards, writing thank you and messages, sharing one's life experience through speech, sharing things, giving impromptu speech, impromptu writing letter to parents).
Only an ideal teacher whose life itself is a beacon light of values can lead a society in the right direction. He has to demonstrate the essential values such as optimism, motivation, willingness to learn and teach, truth, non violence, never to speak and think ill of others, creativity and ability to demonstrate unaddressed love. Therefore, for the sustainable human development as well as for the social growth, there is a need of value based education, spiritual education, ethical education, as well as need based education in school curriculum.
Awakened Citizen Program

We have organised a workshop on Awakened Citizen Program with Class VII & VIII students on 14th November, 2023. Total 75 students attended in this workshop. The vision of this program is to truly empower the students and give them a new identity.  Every student participating in the program should feel, at least in a small way, the extraordinary power and strength which Swami Vivekananda talks about as inherent in every human being.  This would enable them to stand on their own feet, face challenges of life and become truly enlightened citizens, irrespective of their academic achievements.
Total 16 Modules/sessions are there:

2. The human possibilities open to us.
3. Being Heroic.
4. Expanding Myself.
5. Living in Harmony.
6. Seeking Perfection.
7. Recognizing the sacred (Developing shraddha).
8. Being a truth-seeker.
9. Review of our universal possibilities.
10. Part A: Playing games and sports | Part B: Adapting to the environment I live in.
11. Part A: Expressing myself | Part B: Engaging with culture and society.
12. Part A: Creating Value | Part B: Expanding the limits of my world.
13. Part A: Realizing a creative vision | Part B: Working with collective intelligence.
14. Part A: Inventing new things | Part B: Developing solutions to complex social challenges.
15. Part A: Learning in all parts of my life | Part B: Extending the limits of human knowledge.
16. Summary of our unique possibilities.

Out of these we have successfully completed first two sessions with very positive feedbacks.
